Failure to follow these
instructions shall void any warranty.

General safety
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This appliance can be used by
children aged from 8 years and
above and persons with reduced
physical, sensory or mental
capabilities or lack of experience
and knowledge if they have been
given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance
in a safe way and understand the
hazards involved.

Children shall not play with the
appliance. Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be made
by children without supervision.
Never place the product on a
carpet-covered floor. Otherwise,
lack of airflow beneath the
product will cause electrical parts
to overheat. This will cause
problems with your product.
Installation and repair procedures
must always be performed by
Authorized Service Agents. The
manufacturer shall not be held
responsible for damages arising
from procedures carried out by
unauthorized persons which may

also void the warranty. Before
installation, read the instructions
carefully.

Do not operate the product if it is
defective or has any visible
damage.

Control that the product function
knobs are switched off after every
use.

off appropriate switch in the
consumer unit in your home,
Make sure that fuse rating is
compatible with the product.

Product safety

The appliance and its accessible
parts become hot during use.
Care should be taken to avoid
touching heating elements.
Children less than 8 years of age
shall be kept away unless
continuously supervised.

Never use the product when your
judgment or coordination is
impaired by the use of alcohol
and/or drugs.

Be careful when using alcoholic
drinks in your dishes.

During use the appliance
becomes hot. Care should be
taken to avoid touching heating
elements inside the oven.

Keep all ventilation slots clear of
obstructions.

Do not heat closed tins and glass
jars in the oven. The pressure
that would build-up in the tin/jar
may cause it to burst.
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¢ Do not place baking trays, dishes
or aluminium foil directly onto the
bottom of the oven. The heat
accumulation might damage the
bottom of the oven.

e Don't line the grill pan with
aluminium foll, as this could
result in an increase risk of fire or
damage 1o your cooker.

e Do not use harsh abrasive
cleaners or sharp metal scrapers
to clean the oven door glass since
they can scratch the surface,
which may result in shattering of
the glass.

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The mains cable should be routed away from the
appliance and in particular ventilation slots, the
vent outlet and should not be obstructed when
pushed in to position between the appliance and
the wall and/or cabinets.

3. Open the terminal block cover with a
screwdriver,

4. Insert the power cable through the cable
clamp below the terminal and secure it to the
main body with the integrated screw on cable
clamping component.

5. Connect the cables according to the supplied
diagram.

6. After completing the wire connections, close
the terminal block cover.

7. Route the power cable so that it will not
contact the product and get squeezed
between the product and the wall.

Power cable must not be longer than 2
m because of safety reasons.

Push the product towards the kitchen wall.
Adjusting the feet of oven
Vibrations during use may cause cooking
vessels to move. This dangerous situation
can be avoided if the product is level and
balanced.
For your own safety please ensure the
product is level by adjusting the four feet at
the bottom by turning left or right and align
level with the work top.

Future Transportation

e Keep the product's original carton and
transport the product in it. Follow the
instructions on the carton. If you do not
have the original carton, pack the product in
bubble wrap or thick cardboard and tape it
securely.

e To prevent the wire grill and tray inside the
oven from damaging the oven door, place a
strip of cardboard onto the inside of the
oven door that lines up with the position of
the trays. Tape the oven door to the side
walls.

e Do not use the door or handle to lift or move
the product.

Do not place any objects onto the product
and move it in upright position.

Check the general appearance of your
product for any damages that might have
occurred during transportation.

Tips for saving energy

The following information will help you to use

your appliance in an ecological way, and to save

energy:

e Use dark coloured or enamel coated
cookware in the oven since the heat
transmission will be better.

e While cooking your dishes, perform a
preheating operation if it is advised in the
user manual or cooking instructions.

e Do not open the door of the oven frequently
during cooking.

e Try to cook more than one dish in the oven
at the same time whenever possible. You
can cook by placing two cooking vessels
onto the wire shelf.

e Cook more than one dish one after another.
The oven will already be hot.

e You can save energy by switching off your
oven a few minutes before the end of the
cooking time. Do not open the oven door.
Defrost frozen dishes before cooking them.
Use pots/pans with cover for cooking. If
there is no cover, energy consumption may
increase 4 times.

e Select the burner which is suitable for the
bottom size of the pot to be used. Always
select the correct pot size for your dishes.
Larger pots require more energy.

2. Wipe the surfaces of the appliance with a
damp cloth or sponge and dry with a cloth.

Initial heating

Heat up the product for about 30 minutes and

then switch it off. Thus, any production residues

or layers will be burnt off and removed.

l DANGER
Never fill the pan with oil more than one

third of it. Do not leave the hob
unattended when heating oil.
Overheated oils bring risk of fire.

Never attempt to extinguish a possible
fire with water! When oil catches fire,
cover it with a fire blanket or damp cloth.
Turn off the hob if it is safe to do so and call
the fire department.

e Before frying foods, always dry them well
and gently place into the hot oil. Ensure
complete thawing of frozen foods before
frying.

e Do not cover the vessel you use when
heating oil.

e  Place the pans and saucepans in @ manner
so that their handles are not over the hob to
prevent heating of the handles. Do not place
unbalanced and easily tilting vessels on the
hob.

e Do not place empty vessels and saucepans
on cooking zones that are switched on.
They might get damaged.

e Operating a cooking zone without a vessel
or saucepan on it will cause damage to the
product. Turn off the cooking zones after
the cooking is complete.

¢ Asthe surface of the product can be hot, do
not put plastic and aluminum vessels on it.
Such vessels should not be used to keep
foods either.

Use flat bottomed saucepans or vessels only.
Put appropriate amount of food in
saucepans and pans. Thus, you will not
have to make any unnecessary cleaning by
preventing the dishes from overflowing.

Do not put covers of saucepans or pans on
cooking zones.

Place the saucepans in a manner so that
they are centered on the cooking zone.
When you want to move the saucepan onto
another cooking zone, lift and place it onto

the cooking zone you want instead of sliding
it.

Saucepan selection

e (lass ceramic surface is heatproof and is
not affected by big temperature differences.

e Do not use the glass ceramic surface as a
place of storage or as a cutting board.

e Use only the saucepans and pans with
machined bottoms. Sharp edges create
scratches on the surface.

Spills may damage the
glass ceramic surface
and cause fire.

Do not use vessels with
concave or convex
bottoms.

Use only the saucepans
and pans with flat
bottoms. They ensure
easier heat transfer.

For induction hobs, use only vessels suitable

for induction cooking.

Saucepan test

Use following methods to test whether your

saucepan is compatible with the induction hob or

not.

1. Your saucepan is compatible if its bottom
holds magnet.

2. Your saucepan is compatible if "" does
not flash when you place your saucepan on
cooking zone and start the hob.

You can use steel, teflon or aluminium

saucepans with special magnetic bottom that

contains labels or warnings indicating that the
saucepan is compatible with induction cooking.

Operating principles: Induction hob heats
directly the cooking vessel as a feature of its
operating principles. Therefore, it has various
advantages when compared to other hob types. It
operates more efficiently and the hob surface
does not heat up.
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Induction hob is equipped with superior safety
systems that will provide you maximum usage
safety.

our hob can be equipped with induction

ooking zones with a diameter of 160, 200

nd 250 mm depending on the model. With
induction feature, each cooking zone
detects each vessel placed on them. Energy
builds up only where the vessel contacts
with the cooking zone and thus, minimum
energy consumption is achieved.

Operation time constraints

The hob control is equipped with an operation
time limit. When one or more cooking zones are
left on, the cooking zone will automatically be
deactivated after a certain period of time (see
Table-1). If there is a timer assigned to the
cooking zone, the timer display will also turn off
later.

Operation time limit depends on the selected
temperature level. Maximum operation time is
applied at this temperature level.

The cooking zone may be restarted by the user
after it is turned off automatically as described
above.

Overheating protection

Your hob is equipped with some sensors
ensuring protection against overheating.

Precise power setting
Induction hob reacts the commands immediately
as a feature of its operating principles. It changes
the power settings very fast. Thus, you can
prevent a cooking pot (containing water, milk and
etc.) from overflowing even if it was just about to
overflow.
Operating noisy
Some noises may arise from the induction hob.
These sounds are normal and a part of induction
cooking.
e Noise becomes prominent in high
temperature levels.
Alloy of the saucepan can cause noise.
In low levels, a regular on/off sound can be
heard because of the operating principles.
¢ Noise can be heard if an empty saucepan is
heated.

hot oven.

Tips for baking

e Use non-sticky coated appropriate metal
plates or aluminum vessels or heat-resistant
silicone moulds.

Make best use of the space on the rack.

Do not change
the rack position when the oven is hot.

e Keep the oven door closed.

Tips for roasting

e Treating whole chicken, turkey and large
piece of meat with dressings such as lemon
juice and black pepper before cooking will
increase the cooking performance.

e |ttakes about 15 to 30 minutes longer to
roast meat with bones when compared to
roasting the same size of meat without
bones.

e Each centimeter of meat thickness requires
approximately 4 to 5 minutes of cooking
time.

e |et meatrestin the oven for about
10 minutes after the cooking time is over.
The juice is better distributed all over the
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roast and does not run out when the meat is
cut.

e Fish should be placed on the middle or
lower rack in a heat-resistant plate.

Tips for baking

e Select the correct shelf position before
turning the oven on — shelf positions are
counted from the bottom upwards.

e Always preheat the oven first to ensure the
food is at the correct temperature as soon
as it goes into the oven.

e Use good quality baking tins such as non
stick or aluminium. Line tins with
greaseproof or baking paper to prevent
sticking, if necessary.

Do not fill cake tin more than half full.

If baking one tray of food or cake, place
centrally on the shelf level and centrally in
the oven.

e Do not to open the oven door too much
during cooking.

e Tocheckif a cake is cooked, insert a
skewer or cocktail stick into the centre. If it
comes out clean, the cake is done, if it has
food stuck to it, continue to cook the cake
for a few minutes more and repeat the
process.

Tips for roasting

Preheat oven first.

e |fpossible take meat or poultry out of
refrigerator 30 minutes before cooking.

e \Weigh meat first and calculate how long it
will take to cook.

e Before cooking meat or poultry, lightly coat
with butter or oil and season with salt,
pepper, herbs, or other seasoning. Place in
a roasting dish and use a rack to lift the
meat out of its juices. Place dish in centre of
oven.

e Turn meat over halfway through cooking.

If the roasted meat is covered with foil, (it
helps to keep the oven clean), always
uncover for the last half an hour of cooking
to allow browning.



e Remove meat from oven once cooked and
stand covered in foil for 10-15 minutes to
allow the meat to relax and juices to be
reabsorbed which ensures the roast is
tender and moist..

e [f cooked well on the inside but sticky on the
outside use less liquid, lower the
temperature and increase the cooking time.

Dampen the layers of dough
with a sauce composed of milk, oil, egg and
yoghurt.

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have prepared does not exceed the depth of
the tray.

If the upper side of the pastry gets browned,
but the lower part is not cooked, make sure
that the amount of sauce you have used for
the pastry is not too much at the bottom of
the pastry.

Dry with a
soft and dry cloth. Residues may cause damage
on the glass ceramic surface when using the hob
for the next time.
Dried residues on the glass ceramic surface
should under no circumstances be scraped with
hook blades, steel wool or similar tools.
Remove calcium stains (yellow stains) by a small
amount of lime remover such as vinegar or
lemon juice. You can also use suitable
commercially available products.
If the surface is heavily soiled, apply the cleaning
agent on a sponge and wait until it is absorbed
well. Then, clean the surface of the hob with a
damp cloth.
ugar-based foods such as thick cream and
yrup must be cleaned promptly without
aiting the surface to cool down. Otherwise,
glass ceramic surface may be damaged
permanently.

Slight color fading may occur on coatings or
other surfaces in time. This will not affect
operation of the product.

Color fading and stains on the glass ceramic
surface is a normal condition, and not a defect.

1. Remove the front section of the side rack by
pulling it in the opposite direction of the side
wall.

2. Remove the side rack completely by pulling
it towards you.

Catalytic walls

Side walls or just back wall of oven interior may
be covered with catalytic enamel.

The catalytic walls of the oven must not be
cleaned. The porous surface of the walls is self-
cleaning by absorbing and converting spitting fat
(steam and carbon dioxide).

Clean oven door

To clean the oven door, use warm water with
washing liquid, a soft cloth or sponge to clean
the product and wipe it with a dry cloth.

Don't use any harsh abrasive cleaners or
harp metal scrapers for cleaning the oven
oor. They could scratch the surface and

destroy the glass.

Removing the oven door

1. Open the front door (1).

2. Open the clips at the hinge housing (2) on
the right and left hand sides of the front door
by pressing them down as illustrated in the
figure.

screwdriver, to free the fixing foot (5).

As illustrated in figure, raise the inmost glass
pane (4) slightly in direction A by means of
spade (5) until you hear a “click” and pull it
out in direction B.
Then clean the inner glass pane (3) surface
directly. No need to remove it from its
location.
After finishing to clean the outer glass pane
(2), the first step to regroup the door is
reinstalling inmost glass panel (4).
First locate the bottom part of the inmost

glass (4) into the hinge housing (1). Then push
the inmost glass upper side pins (6) towards to
the housing (7) until you hear a “click”.

Replacing the oven lamp
